• A minimum of the equivalence of at least 1 year of full-time clinical experience in occupational 

therapy is required. At least three years of clinical experience in occupational therapy is 

preferred. 

• Current clinical skills and demonstrated competency in practice. 

• Ability to practice in an ethical manner, according to licensure expectations.  

• Ability to follow all expectations of safety and confidentiality.  

• Commitment to the mission and goals of the College and to Allen College’s core values to foster
