APPLICATION MATERIALS

Doctor of Physical Therapy

The DPT program begins each year in the spring semester.

e All required application materials are submitted through the Physical Therapist Centralized
Application System (PTCAS).

e The DPT program has 2 separate application windows, one opening in mid-January and the other
opening in mid-June each year. Specific dates are listed in PTCAS.

e Applicants are encouraged to apply early. Applicants who apply early may be given priority over
those in the later cycle.

e Only complete applicant files are reviewed.

e The review process requires four to six weeks.

The following application materials must be received BEFORE admission consideration:
e Application using the Physical Therapist Centralized Application System (PTCAS).
The following documents are submitted with PTCAS applications:

o Official transcripts from all colleges attended

o Two letters of recommendation: one from an academic or faculty member and one from a
Licensed Physical Therapist

o Written Essay

o Official Graduate Record Examination (GRE) scores using code 2960

o Waived: Observation/experience totaling 50 hours under the supervision of a physical
therapist. Documentation is accepted but not required

e Applicants whose first language is not English must prove English proficiency. The TOEFL exam is

also required. Minimum scores are 550 on the written, 213 on the computer-based examination, or
79 on the internet-based examinations

uses selection criteria to choose candidates best qualified for the program and practice of the profession.
